
Can Feixes Negre Tradició 2007

Estate founded in 1768 by Don Jaime Feixes and acquired from Feixes
descendants by the Huguet family in the late-19th century. Unchanged in
boundary since its original founding, Can Feixes is over 400 acres of mountainside
terrain, the highest vineyard estate in the region at over 1400 feet.

THE WINERY

Merlot, Cabernet Sauvignon, Tempranillo, with 8% Petit Verdot, aged for one year
in French oak and four years in bottle before release. A concentrated wine with
soft, ripe tannins, the Petit Verdot noticeably enhancing complexity.

DETAILS OF WINEMAKING & VITICULTURE

Cabrera d'Anoia — D.O. Cava/D.O. Penedès

Grapes: 38% Tempranillo, 32% Merlot, 22% Cabernet Sauvignon 8% Petit Verdot

Vineyards: Only crops from Finca Can Feixes. Manual harvest with grape
selection in the vineyard and on sorting tables upon arrival at the warehouse.
Complete de-stemming, maceration and fermentation in controlled-temperature
stainless steel tanks.

Alcohol: 13.5%

Winemaking: Complete de-stemming, maceration and fermentation in controlled-
temperature stainless steel tanks. Aged 7 months in tanks, 12 months in new
French oak barrels and 4 years in bottle.
